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ALWAYS REMEMBER:

the knowledge that cops don’t follow the
law.
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AM | BEING DETAINED?

“Am | being detained or am | free
to go?”

If you are not being detained, you are free
to leave. Leave as soon as possible. If you
are not free to leave, ask why you are
being detained.

During detention you are only required to
provide your name. You are not required to
show ID. You are not required to answer
any other questions.

You can be held in detention for a “reason-
able amount of time” but not indefinitely.
You could be restrained during detention.
Remain calm and do not give the police
any information.
