
Narcan is short lasting and only
lasts about 30-90 minutes so
make sure you monitor the
person for at least 3 hours

Since Narcan blocks 
   the opioid receptors
  it's possible that 
   someone could go 
    into severe and 
   sudden withdrawal
afterwards
